Holy Grounds Café

Holy Grounds was created to be a welcoming, relaxing place for all to meet, reunite and share fellowship together on Sunday Mornings at St Stephen UMC. Thanks for your participation in this ministry of hospitality for our guests and members.
Set up and operation – Open 9:45-11:15am 

     Everything needs to be set up and coffee ready to serve by 9:45am

     There needs to be an adult in the café area at all times
Plan for 30 minutes for set up (at least 2 people) 

Tables: 

1 medium table for the coffee 

1 medium table for the sugar, creamer and napkins

     1 medium table for pitchers of ice water, hot water for tea and hot cocoa

     4 card tables (kept in the pantry) for seating setup with chairs

Make coffee-both regular and decaf.  Make sure the light on the coffee maker is green indicating the water is hot.  Coffee packs and filters are in the top drawer under the coffee maker as well as on the shelves to the LEFT as you enter the pantry.  Use 3 packs and 1 filter for 1 ½ gallons.  (Always use the large filters)  Usually 2 gallons of decaf is enough for the whole morning.  You will need to make 2-3 pots of regular coffee (1 ½ gallons each).  Packs of sugar, creamer, and stirrers are in the pantry also on the left.  There is a tray with the glass serving pieces on the shelf.

Ice Water- use 2-3 pitchers 
Hot Cocoa and Tea –Use the electric coffee pot located on the rack near the kitchen sink to heat water for these items.  There are baskets on the Holy Grounds shelf in the pantry that can be used to hold packs of cocoa and tea bags

Clean up should start around 11:15 am.  All items should be cleaned and put away.   Cleanup usually takes about 15-20 minutes. 
(With the Modern worship now in the Sanctuary, the pumper-pots will no longer be used.)
