SPRING SOFTBALL 2012
1)  Deadlines for registration will be strictly observed.  Only completed registration forms with full payment will be accepted (unless prior arrangements before the deadline for partial scholarships have been made with the Recreation Ministry Staff Liaison, Rev. Brandon Dirks).  There is no priority basis given to church members.  All registrants have equal opportunity.  The number of registrations we have on the day of the deadline determines whether or not we are able to field a team.  

2) Teams will be selected by the coaches and the recreation coordinator at the end of the registration period from all the registrants in a particular age.  Every effort will be made to put siblings and friends together, but in order to reach our overall goal of creating quality small groups, no guarantees of particular teams or coaches can be made.  The coaches will contact team members to inform them of practice days and distribute game schedules.

3)  Team Placement.  In order to field a team we need a minimum of 12 players and a maximum of 18.  If we do not have enough for an entire team or too many for one team, we will try to place these players on another team, possibly with another church. 

4)  FIRST-TIME PLAYER DISCOUNT:  We’d like to welcome all newcomers to St. Stephen who wish to play softball with us with a $25 discount—just our way of saying thanks for choosing the St. Stephen Recreation ministry.

5)  PRACTICES & GAMES.  Practices days and times have not yet been determined; however games are typically on Saturdays and occasional Sundays starting in September.
